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1. Overall Description:
RAN4 would like to thank RAN1 for their questions on TDD interband CA with different UL-DL configurations on different bands. After discussing the topic, RAN4 has the following opinions on the issues raised

Q1: For the possible TDD inter-band aggregation scenarios, what are the relevant TDD inter-band spacings (and their priorities) compared to FDD duplex spacings?

RAN4 notes that there are no ongoing work items for TDD-TDD inter-band carrier aggregation. If TDD inter-band carrier aggregation scenarios are introduced in future then the feasibility of different inter-band spacing needs to be evaluated considering typical filter technology and also ensuring that existing spurious emission requirements which are defined for both TDD bands can be met.

Q2: If a UE supports aggregating cells on different bands with different UL-DL configurations, can it be assumed that the UE supports simultaneous transmission/reception on the different bands?

The possibility of simultaneous RX-TX and different UL-DL configurations can only be considered on a case by case basis in the detailed work on CA band combinations. It cannot be assumed feasible for any arbitrary combination of carriers; however there is also a possibility to support simultaneous RX-TX on straightforward band combinations, and techniques such as A-MPR could be used to ease implementation difficulties for more challenging combinations if there is sufficient interest.

2. Actions:
