In order to progress the E850_UB work item  and meet the RAN plenary timeline we propose the outstanding work is progressed in the following manner;
a) Define the different co-existence scenarios  -   completed 

b) Agree as a working assumptions the emission requirements for the protection  band for the different scenarios
c) Agree the NS values and emission requirements   - for completion at RAN4#61 

d) Submit CR to RAN#54
2. Working assumptions for co-existence emission requirements

It is proposed the following emission targets in brackets are agreed 
2.1 
Co-existence with APAC700 (703-803MHz) 
1) Approve the working assumption of [-50] dBm/MHz for the protected band 703-803MHz. 

2) Protection level [TBD] - needed for Japan for coexistence for 703-803MHz is FFS
3) During RAN4#61 agree on  the NS/AMPR requirements solutions needed to meet for B26 for 1)

4) During RAN4#61 agree on the guard band/emission requirements for UTRA.

2.2 
Co-existence with 851-859MHz and Band 27

1) To protect narrowband systems approve the working assumption of [-53] or [-50] dBm/6.25 KHz (or the equivalent scaled value for 12.5 KHz and 25 kHz) for the protected band 851-859MHz. 
2) Reuse the above emission targets for Band 27 coexistence

3) During RAN4#61 agree on NS/AMPR requirements based on a band edge of 845 and 849MHz.

4) During RAN4#61 agree on the guard band/emission requirements for UTRA.

2.3
Co-existence with 806-813.5MHz and 806-816MHz 

1) To protect narrowband (< 25kHz) systems approve the working assumption of [-43] dBm/6.25 KHz and [-35] dBm/6.25 KHz (or the equivalent scaled value for 12.5 KHz and 25 kHz) for the protected band 806-816MHz
2) To protect narrowband (< 25kHz) systems approve the working assumption of [-43] dBm/6.25 KHz (or the equivalent scaled value for 12.5 KHz and 25 kHz) for the protected band 806-813.5MHz

3) During RAN4#61 agree on the AMPR requirements based on channel bandwidth  edge of 814 and 818.5 or 814 to 824 MHz 
4) During RAN4#61 agree on the guard band/emission requirements for UTRA 
3.0  
Schedule
Below is a proposed Schedule;

1) RAN4#60bis – Working assumption for the above OOBE limits and the guard band requirements

2) RAN4#61 - Agree on the NS values and the AMPR requirements 
3) RAN4#61 - Agree on the Band 26 CR’s to be presented to RAN plenary for approval. 
If no agreement is reached at RAN4#61 then a face to face ad-hoc is proposed for January 2012. The exact dates and location of the ad-hoc is TBD.
