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TSG RAN WG4 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS in R2-115520 “on time to continue attempting to search for a suitable E-UTRA cell”. 
[RAN2 Question]: RAN2 kindly ask RAN4 to inform RAN2 whether the following assumption is fair and can be used in RAN2 specifications:

The time to continue to search for a cell within a set (1-8) of E-UTRA frequencies in case no suitable cells are found could be set to: (nr of signalled E-UTRA frequencies) x 1 seconds. 

If RAN4 thinks it is not a fair assumption, RAN2 kindly asks RAN4 to provide guidance to RAN2 about the time to be used in TS 25.331.

· [RAN4 Response]: RAN4 would like to inform RAN2 that based on the analysis done in RAN4 it is feasible to identify one E-UTRA cell and acquire its system information (MIB and SIB1) at connection release with redirection from UTRA towards E-UTRAN in less than 1 second per EARFCN under the following idle mode side conditions, which are based on section 4.2.2.5a of TS 25.133:  

· RSRP ≥ -124 dBm for Band 1 (or corresponding RSRP level for other E-UTRA bands)

· SCH_RP ≥ -124 dBm for Band 1 (or corresponding SCH_RP level for other E-UTRA bands)

· RSRP Ês/Iot ≥ -4 dB 

· SCH Ês/Iot ≥ -4 dB 

Therefore the following assumption in RAN2 LS is feasible from RAN4 perspective and can be used to update TS 25.331: 

· Time to search and read SI of an E-UTRA cell = number of signalled E-UTRA frequencies x 1 second

ACTION: RAN4 kindly request RAN2 to take into account RAN4 feedback on their future work on UTRA to E-UTRA redirection.
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
