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1. Overall Description

RAN4 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS on “Physical Layer Measurement for network positioning” in R2-115646, where RAN4 is asked to clarify which WG is responsible for defining the measurement requirements.
In response to the question raised in the LS, RAN4 would like to clarify the following:
The measurement requirements for physical layer measurement quantities consist of core and performance requirements, which are defined in TS 36.133. It is therefore the responsibility of RAN4 to define both core and performance requirements related to measurements performed by the radio network nodes and the user equipment. 
RAN4 would like to inform that NO requirement for any physical layer measurement used for network-based positioning has yet been defined in any RAN4 specification, whilst physical layer measurement requirements have been defined for other LTE positioning methods. 

RAN4 is of the opinion that the necessary core and performance requirements for the physical layer measurement for network-based positioning have to be defined in RAN4 specification once the measurement definition is settled in the relevant working group(s).  
2. Actions
To TSG RAN WG2: RAN WG4 would like to kindly ask RAN WG2 to take into account the RAN4 feedback in their on-going and future work on network-based positioning.
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
