The frequency band 2500-2570 MHz is paired with 2620-2690 MHz for FDD operation with the mobile transmit within the lower band and base transmit within the upper band. This paired spectrum blocks are designated as Band 7 [4] in 3GPP EUTRA specifications. The frequency band 2570-2620 MHz is for TDD operation and is designated as Band 38 [5]. 

Band 7 is a major FDD band which has been allocated in region 1. Some operators have been granted with more than 20MHz bandwidth.
