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1. Introduction

Over the last several meeting companies have submitted several OOBE proposals to address coexistence with Public Safety systems operating in the bands between 806-824 MHz and APAC700.  Further simulation and supporting contributions were provided to RAN#60 bis.  This paper proposes a way forward and seeks approval for a timeline to resolve the remaining issues.

2. Band 26 Coexistence scenarios
2.1 APAC700 (703-803 MHz) 
During RAN4#60 and RAN4#60 bis two protection levels were proposed for APAC700 , one at -40 dBm / MHz and the other is -50 dBm/MHz. During RAN#61 KDDI [3] proposed to use the only value at -43 dBm/MHz.   
Way Forward : 
1) Approve two protection levels, -50 dBm/MHz and -43 dBm/MHz for APAC700
2) Agree during the January 2012 Band 26 ad-hoc on  the AMPR requirements to meet -43 dBm/MHz and -50 dBm/MHz using a 12 MHz guard band and 11 MHz offset respectively 
3) Agree on the language in the CR to achieve the two OOBE limits during the January 2012 Band 26 ad-hoc
2.3  Band 26 coexistence with 806-813.5 MHz, 806-816 MHz and 806-811MHz. 
Coexistence with Public Safety on the lower end of band 26 is a bit more challenging because the upper end of the frequency block for Public Safety varies by geographic area.  
Two values have been proposed, one is -43 dBm/6.25 and the other is -35 dBm/6.25 KHz .
The -35 dBm/6.25 KHz OOBE value doesn’t provide much protection and a couple of contributions have shown that little or no AMPR is required to meet this OOBE limit.  Therefor it is proposed that the lower end of band 26 use a single value of -42 dBm/6.25 KHz
Way Forward: 

1) Set a coexistence target of -42 dBm/6.25 KHz using a 750 KHz offset and a 2.9 MHz offset
2) Agree during the January 2012 Band 26 ad-hoc on  the AMPR requirements to meet -42 dBm/6.25 kHz limit using a  750 KHz offset and a 2.9 MHz offset

3) Agree on the language in the CR to achieve the OOBE limit during the January 2012 Band 26 ad-hoc

2.4  Schedule

Below is a proposed schedule for approval;
1) RAN4#61 - Agree on the OOBE limits and the guard band requirements

2) January 2012 Band 26 ad-hoc - Agree on the NS values and the AMPR requirements for Band 26, Review draft CR’s for Band 26
3) RAN4#61 – Agree on the Band 26 CR’s to be presented to RAN plenary for approval in March 2012. 

** Note that the January band 26 Ad-hoc is proposed for January 17th -19th 2012 in Jersey City NJ.. 
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
