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1. Introduction

Relay station is designed to improve the coverage and offload the hot-spot traffic with wireless backhaul. In access link relay provides service to the UE with same behaviours like BS. When output with power class 1 it’s designed to be with same power class and RF characteristics as local area BS. Based on the coexistence study same ACLR and ACS as LA BS is proposed for relay access link and in this contribution blocking characteristics are proposed in line with LA BS.

9.2.6
Blocking characteristics
9.2.6.1 General blocking requirement 
The blocking characteristics is a measure of the receiver ability to receive a wanted signal at its assigned channel in the presence of an unwanted interferer, which are either a 1.4MHz, 3MHz or 5MHz E-UTRA signal for in-band blocking or a CW signal for out-of-band blocking. The interfering signal shall be an E-UTRA signal as specified in TS36.104 Annex C.
9.2.6.1.1 Minimum requirement
The blocking requirements for 24dBm output power relay should be aligned with local area BS in TS 36.104 Table 7.6.1.1-1a.

The blocking requirements for 30dBm output power relay is FFS as the reference sensitivity is not defined yet.

9.2.6.2 Co-location with other base stations
This additional blocking requirement may be applied for the protection of E-UTRA BS receivers when GSM, CDMA, UTRA or E-UTRA BS operating in a different frequency band are co-located with an E-UTRA BS. The requirement is applicable to all channel bandwidths supported by the E-UTRA BS.

The requirements in this clause assume a 30 dB coupling loss between interfering transmitter and E-UTRA BS receiver and are based on co-location with base stations of the same class. 
9.2.6.2.1 Minimum requirement
The requirement for 24dBm output power relay should be aligned with local area BS in Table 7.6.2.1-2. 

The requirement for 30dBm output power relay is FFS.
