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1 Introduction
This contribution discusses ACLR requirement for MSR Local Area BS and a text proposal is provided for the BS classes TR [1].
2 Discussion
Adjacent Channel Leakage power Ratio (ACLR) is defined as the ratio of the filtered mean power centred on the assigned channel frequency to the filtered mean power centred on an adjacent channel frequency. This requirement applies to frequency ranges outside the Base Station RF bandwidth.
Since ACLR is often used as a reference parameter in co-existence studies, TS37.104 also includes this requirement considering the necessity of understanding co-existence characters with adjacent legacy systems. Furthermore the ACLR limits for MSR Wide Area BS are referred back to the existing single-RAT ACLR requirements. Therefore it is recommended that the same methodology of defining ACLR for MSR WA BS can be applied to MSR LA BS as well. And no change is expected for TS37.104 for introduction of MSR LA BS.  
3 Conclusion
The existing ACLR requirements for each RAT can be applied to MSR Local Area BS, and no change is expected for TS 37.104 for introduction of MSR Local Area BS. A text proposal is provided for BS classes TR.
