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1 Introduction
RAN4 should be consistent in the way that UL to DL coexistence is handled between nearby bands and based on the principle of fairness.  NII agreed to the lower than standard level of protection provided to Band 27, aka. the Lower E850 band, on the condition that the same relaxation would be provided to Band 27 for protection of the APAC 700 band.  Both Band 27 and APAC 700 may be deployed in Region 2.  

The issue of Band 27 to APAC700 coexistence has not been previously addressed by the APAC700 ad-hoc, however there is a whole body of Band 26 coexistence work that could be applied to Band 27.  

2 Discussion
NII has agreed to merge the protection for the Lower E850 with the protection for narrowband Public Safety.  Because Public safety in this band is a narrowband technology, the protection level that Band 26 provides to PS and Band 27 will be in terms of dBm/6.25 kHz.  Since protection of LTE bands is usually in terms of dBm/MHz, this proposal is to use the equivalent dBm/MHz value of protection of the APAC700 downlink from the Band 27 uplink.   
R4-120484 shows that -53 dBm/6.25 kHz provides the equivalent of -32 dBm/MHz protection.  In the interest of fairness betweens nearby bands, it is proposed to use this equivalent value, -32 dBm/MHz, for protection of APAC700 from the Lower E850 band.   

The following Way Forward is proposed for Band 27:
Band 27 Way Forward for coexistence with APAC700
 
1. -32 dBm/MHz emission limit from Band 27 UEs into APAC700
2. For 1.4,3,5,10 MHz channel BW for Band 27
3. Where possible bands should reuse NS values to achieve the same level of protection.

3 Conclusion

While it is desirable to maintain commonality between bands this may not always be possible and occasionally it is necessary to tailor the standard to a particular situation. In this case, since the protection for Band 27 will be merged with Public Safety, 

The proposed Way Forward applies much of the work that was done in Band 26 to Band 27 and tries to apply a level of consistency between the bands.  
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1. -32 dBm/MHz emission limit from Band 27 UEs into APAC700
2. For 1.4,3,5,10 MHz channel BW for Band 27
3. Where possible bands should reuse NS values to achieve the same level of protection.
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
