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1. Overall Description:

During RAN4#62 RAN4 discussed the support of bandwidth combinations for CA and the applicability of the requirements for these combinations in 36.101. The present version of 36.101 allows one set of bandwidth combinations per band combination. In RAN4 a view that it could be beneficial to allow specification of additional sets of bandwidth combinations for some band combinations has been expressed. For such a case, RAN4 discussed whether the eNB needs to know bandwidth combinations supported by UE and if needed, how this can be done. 
Examples are shown as follows:

1) UE capability signalling is introduced in RRC.
   Pros) Bandwidth combinations are clarified in the standard
   Cons) Impact for RAN2 ASN.1,
2) The existing operator configurable mechanisms are re-used, e.g., SPID

     Pros) No impact for RAN2/4, faster implementation
     Cons) Only applicable within the concerned operator network, operator needs to define appropriate SPID value (association)
However, RAN4 has not concluded yet that it would be beneficial to allow specification of additional sets of bandwidth combinations for any band combination, and to be able to handle these in a release-independent manner.
2. Actions:

ACTION: 
RAN4 asks RAN2 to investigate the need of a method for the UE to indicate supported bandwidth combinations to the eNB
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
