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1 Introduction

 Proposal for utilizing MSS band as a terrestrial usage had been discussed in RAN4 #61 [1] and RAN4 #62 [2]. Within the discussions on these two meetings, it is proposed to start as a study item and then proceed with work item regarding the result of SI [3]. However, there are some issues to be resolved and we would like to discuss these issues to find the way forward for this SI.
2 Discussion
Korea Only vs. Global Band

One of the issues regarding this SI was whether this should be defined for Korea only or Global Band. Figure 1 shows MSS bands allocated in each region. This Figure shows that except for Region 2, Region 1 and 3 have same MSS spectrum. US spectrum does not include the proposed allocation of UL 1980-2010MHz and 2170-2200MHz DL. However roaming using existing US band can be discussed in this SI whether this can be possibility.

 It can be clearly seen that this MSS spectrum can be used in Region 1 and 3 as terrestrial FDD. If this study item is intended to be Korean only, then there is no reason this should be studied under 3GPP. This can be studied back in Korea and proposed as a work item once the domestic regulations are completed. Hence, this should be studied under the scope of utilizing this band as a Global band. After investigating the result of this SI, we can decide in the WI phase whether this should be Korean only or Global band.
Band I/1 extension or stand alone 2x30MHz

 There are two possibility of defining this band in the WI phase. However, in order to find out which one is the correct way of defining this new band, all possibilities should be studied in study item phase. As, KT being the most successful Band 1 operator in Korea, KT also likes to keep the momentum as Band 1 operator. However, this is a Study Item proposal. We can study the various possibilities in SI. Decision whether to extend Band 1 or stand alone band can be decided when enough results have been discussed within this SI. There is no reason why this should be avoided in SI phase.

 Spectrum resources are very limited in many countries and result of this study item can give possibilities of discovering additional spectrum under 3GHz. This gives great opportunities for UMTS/LTE ecosystem globally.
3 Proposal
To summarize the contribution KT would like to propose following:
Proposal 1: Proceed SI within the scope of introducing Global band (for Region 1 and 3)
Proposal 2: Study the possibility of defining this band as a new standalone band and as an extension of Band 1
Proposal 3: Decision whether to define this band as a new standalone band or extension of Band 1 will be decided in following Work Item after conclusion of this SI.
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
