Aditional interruption to Pcell

This section defines the additional interruption requirements to Pcell at Scell activation/deactivation and Scell configuration/deconfiguration.
The requirements in this section are applicable for both E-UTRA FDD and E-UTRA TDD.
8.3.4.1
Additional interruption requirements when no common DRX is used

A UE may reconfigure receiver bandwidth when receiving a MAC-CE command on SCell activation/deaction, or received a RRC signalling on SCell configuration/deconfiguration.. This may cause interruptions to a PCell which belongs to the same frequency band as the measured secondary component carrier. Up to 2ms additional interruption is allowed to the PCell when the UE

-   received an SCell configuration signalling and the configured measCycleSCell is less than 640 ms, or

-   received an SCell deconfiguration signalling in the SCell activation state or

-  received an SCell deconfiguration signalling in the SCell deactivation state and the configured measCycleSCell is less than 640 ms, or

-   received an SCell activation command and the measCycleSCell is larger than or equal to 640 ms.
Otherwise, no additional interruptions shall be allowed.
The requirement considers only interruptions due to reconfiguration of the receiver bandwidth, and not due to other causes such as RF impairments or channel conditions.

Additional interruption requirements when common DRX is used

When DRX is in use, no interruptions shall be allowed for UE reconfiguring its receiver bandwidth at Scell activation/deactivation or Scell configuration/deconfiguration.
