Introduction
UE-UE Co-existence between APAC700 and Band 26 and Band 18 has been previously discussed in [1].  Subsequent to that discussion, a “Way Forward” was agreed to for UE-UE coexistence in [2].  This contribution contains a text proposal for the sub-clause on UE-UE coexistence between Lower Extended 850 band (806-824/851-869 MHz) and the APAC 700 band which may both be deployed in Region 2.

Discussion

Given that the APAC700 band may be deployed in the same geographic region as the Lower E850 band, protection of the APAC700 band uplink needs to be considered.  Due to the close proximity (3MHz) between upper edge of the ApAC700 band and the lower edge of the Lower E850 band, a compromise is needed between Lower E850 A-MPR and the APAC700 protection level.  At RAN4 #62, a “Way Forward” was approved which set the OOBE emission limit from the Lower e850 band to [-32] dBm/MHz.  This document proposes text to document that “Way Forward” in the e850 TR [3]   .

Proposal

Lower e850 LTE OOBE into APAC700 
Since the Lower e850 band and the APAC700 band will both likely be deployed in many countries in Region 2 and Region 3, it is important to quantify the allowable out of band emission level from the lower e850 band into the APAC700 band.  

Because of the close proximity between the Lower e850 uplink and the APAC700 downlink, it will not be possible to meet the standard -50 dBm/MHz protection level for lower e850 OOBE into the APAC700 band below 803 MHz.  As agreed to in RAN4 #62, the level of protection from the Lower e850 band into the APAC700 band will be [-32] dbm/MHz.
