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1    Introduction

The lower band edge for the Lower e850 band has been under study for many months.  At RAN #55, RAN plenary tasked RAN4 with solving the band edge issues and completing the Work Item by the June Plenary, RAN #56.  RAN4 needs to find a way to settle the issue so that the specifications for the band can be completed.
2    Discussion

At RAN 62bis, the RAN4 chairman conducted a straw poll to determine the preference of the group for the 3 band edge options, to move the band edge 0 MHz, 1 MHz or 2 MHz.  At the Lower e850 ad hoc during RAN4 #62bis, an agreement was reached to move the lower edge of the lower e850 band by 1 MHz to 807/852 MHz.  

While accepting the way forward, Ericsson raised technical concerns on the re-arrangement by stating the following:

Ericsson accepts the adoption of a 3 MHz band gap for the sake of progress, but maintains the concern with the small UL-DL separation to Band 5/V.
Ericsson would like to note that the approval of the band arrangement for lower e850 with a 3 MHz duplex gap sets a precedent for the UL-DL separation between operating bands that is considered feasible and can be specified by 3GPP. Our position is that UL-DL separations of this size may imply site-specific solutions for meeting the standard requirements in 36.104 that applies for all operating bands
Verizon Wireless also raised concerns regarding the proximity of lower E850 to legacy Band 5/V
3   Proposal

The following Way Forward is proposed for settling the issue of the band edge for the lower e850 band:

· Move the Lower e850 band edge by 1 MHz, so the Lower e850 band will be defined as 807-824/852-869 MHz
· Complete the technical discussions and CRs for the band definition

· Update the WID with the new band frequency range at RAN #56
