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1 Introduction

In RAN #55, Lower e850 band edge Way Forward was discussed [1]. It was noted that RAN4 can take a decision on this topic and bring CRs to RAN #56. This contribution proposes compromise on Band 27 lower band edge which is currently being discussed in RAN4.
2 Discussion
Band 27 (UL: 806-824MHz, DL: 851-869MHz) is defined for Region 2 (non-U.S.). However, it is likely that in near future this band may be adopted in other region where 800MHz will be re-farmed for possible LTE deployment and operators may want to migrate their narrowband system to Band 27 LTE. For this reason, Band 27 frequency range should be remained as defined in WID. However, concerns had been raised on protection of Band 5 [2]. It is essential that when new band is introduced, the operation in legacy band is not affected.

 In order to protect legacy Band 5, various proposals had been discussed. Discussion has not been reached to consensus but the main issue is whether to move the band edge by 1MHz or 2MHz. KT has concern that by moving the band edge will take chances out for narrowband operators from adopting Band 27 LTE since they have no chance of utilizing full spectrum resources they have planned to use. This will be very unfair for operators who do not have coexistence issue with Band 5 (i.e. Band 8 GSM only operating countries) but has 806-824/851-869MHz planning to adopt Band 27.
 To solve this issue, one possible way is to include explicit note in Table 6.6.4.3.1-1 of TS 36.104 such as:

	This requirement does not apply to E-UTRA BS operating in Bands 18 and [27]. For protection of Band 5 BS, 4MHz Guardband shall be used.

	This requirement does not apply to E-UTRA BS operating in Band [27], since it is already covered by the requirement in subclause 6.6.4.2.  This requirement does not apply to E-UTRA BS operating in Band 20.  For E-UTRA BS operating in Band 18, it applies for [806] MHz to 815 MHz, while the rest is covered in sub-clause 6.6.4.2. For protection of Band 5 BS, 4MHz Guardband shall be used.


KT believes that this is one example to compromise this issue satisfying two different views.
3 Proposal
To summarize the contribution KT would like to propose following:
Proposal 1: Lower band edge of Band 27 to be remained as WID (UL: 806-824MHz, DL: 851-869MHz)
Proposal 2: Apply extra note in TS 36.104 and adopt the result of [2] to use 4MHz as guardband to protect legacy Band 5 BS.
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
