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Summary
In [1], a WI to introduce a new 4C-HSDPA configuration was approved:

· Four carriers for Band II (Region 2) – single band configuration

The core part of the WI has been completed and closed during RAN#54. The open issue for the performance part of the WI is mainly to conclude UE performance requirements. 

When 4C-HSDPA was specified in Rel-10 TS 25.101, UE demodulation performance requirements were written in a general manner that new configurations of 4C-HSDPA do not require any specification change, assuming that the single carrier HSDPA performance requirements can be scaled or extended with respect to the number of downlink carriers. Since the single band 4C-HSDPA II-4 is the first scenario with 4 adjacent carriers in a single band, it needs to be confirmed that the existing requirements can be applicable for the scenario.

After our internal verification, we have concluded that it is feasible to re-use the existing requirements for single band 4C-HSDPA scenario with 4 adjacent carriers in a single band.
Proposal: Re-use the existing specification for single band 4C-HSDPA scenarios with 4 adjacent carriers in a single band. Close the WI “4C_HSDPA_Config-Perf”.
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
