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1 Background
At RAN#55 in Xiamen, a new work item for RF Requirements for Multi-band and Multi-standard radio (MB-MSR) Base Station was approved [1]. This contribution contains a proposed skeleton TR for the work item. The contributions in [2-5] are for further discussion of the new work item.
2 Report outline
According to the objective in [1], the following steps should be taken into consideration when drafting the TR.
1. Develop the framework of the RF requirements for MB-MSR BS, using band 20 + band 8 as an initial scenario and identify additional deployment scenarios and band combinations for MB-MSR BS.
2. Analyze needed changes in core specifications and how to modify the current requirements.
3. Create revised core requirements for MB-MSR BS for the identified deployment scenarios.
The proposed skeleton has a similar structure as that of MSR_NC TR [6] and the MSR core specification TS 37.104. 
· The relation with existing RAN and GERAN specifications shall be contained in clause 4.The relationship will be similar to those of MSR and MSR_NC. New parameters for manufacturer’s declaration may be needed for MB-MSR.

· Clause 4 contains a section on regional requirements, which may have to be updated.

· As described in the WID, band 20 + band 8 combination is used as an initial scenario to discuss the RF requirements for MB-MSR. Other possible scenarios shall be captured in clause 5. There is also a clause on definitions and terminology for MB-MSR.
· Clauses 6 and 7 have an identical structure to TS 37.104 [5]. Analysis of requirements and the resulting changes should be documented in the TR. If no change is needed, that should also be documented.
· Annex A should be a separate file of TS 37.104 [5]. The intention is to document the agreed changes. At the end of the work item, CRs can be created based on the Annex A file.
3 Proposal
It is proposed that the attached skeleton report is approved as v0.0.1 of the MB-MSR Work Item TR.
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
