In order to verify the same capability of transmitter for MB-MSR base station, current output power dynamics requirement which is applied in the operating band for MSR/MSR-NC is reused in each supported operating band for MB-MSR base station.

Output power dynamics is defined by the BS transmitter’s ability to operate at varying output power levels in each supported band.

For UTRA TDD, the minimum requirement for output power dynamics is specified in TS 25.105 [3], subclause 6.4.

For GSM/EDGE, the minimum requirement for output power dynamics is specified in TS 45.005[5], subclause 4.1.2-c. The minimum requirement for output level dynamic operation is specified in TS 45.005[5], subclause 4.5.1.
