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Introduction
In last RAN4 meeting, the discussion of spurious emission requirements for Band 7 and Band 38 coexistence in single band non-CA for specification 36.101 Rel-10/11was finished[1][2]. In this contribution we give out the spurious emission requirements for Band 7 CA [3] in B7/B38 coexistence.
Discussion 
The spurious emission requirements for bandwidth class C in Band 7 CA should not exceed the requirements defined as follows:

After the CA, the spectrum bandwidths become from 20MHz to 40MHz, so the interference area outside of the spectrum is enlarged too. Then we should define A-MPR to reduce the transmitter power to fulfil the spurious emission requirements above.
