1. Introduction 

GCF PAG would like to inform CTIA and 3GPP RAN4 that a number of GCF operators members expressed the need to perform Rxdiversity antenna measurements tests with main and secondary antennas activated (as used) which could show the impact or the gain of RXdiv. Here after some arguments for this method:
· More realistic for user experience

· Takes into account the correlation between antennas

· The gain of Rxdiversity for devices which contain 2 or more antennas can be found compared with  single antenna devices
During the discussion it was highlighted that separate measurement on each antenna and a consecutive calculation may not show the same performance as an integrated (single) measurement and this would make the advantage of that RXdiv technology not visible.
