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1 Introduction
RAN 4 has been studying UE-UE and BS-BS coexistence between the Lower E850 band and the APAC700 Band, as both of these bands will likely be deployed in Latin America.  Consensus has been reached offline for both of these issues, so in an effort to save time in the Band 27 ad hoc meeting, this Way Forward document is being provided to summarize the agreed Way Forward for approval.     

2 Discussion
For BS-BS coexistence, the out of Band Emissions from APAC700 FDD (Band 28) toward the Lower E850 band (Band 27) above 807 MHz has been discussed extensively in RAN4 and offline.  An agreement was reached offline that Band 28 will ensure the out of band emission level of -49 dBm/MHz above 807 MHz for protection of the Band 27 Uplink, with a note proposed by Ericsson in R4-123013 [1] to be included in the Band 27 CRs for 36.104, 36.141, 37.104 and 37.141.  
For UE-UE coexistence, it was noted that Band 26 will ensure -32 dBm/MHz out of band emission level for protection of the Band 27 downlink when NS_15 is signalled , and Band 28 will ensure -32 dBm/MHz out of band emission level for self protection of the Band 28 downlink.  So, for consistency between the treatment of nearby bands, Band 27 will ensure -32 dBm/MHz protection of the Band 28 downlink from 790-803 MHz, with the typical -50 dBm/MHz protection below 790 MHz.  This emission limit in Table 6.6.3.3.9-1 of the CR for 36.101 will be changed from -35 dBm/MHz to -32 dBm/MHz.    
The following Way Forward is proposed for Band 27 and APAC700 BS-BS and UE-UE coexistence:
Band 27 Way Forward for UE-UE and BS-BS coexistence with APAC700
 
1. Include the text changes proposed in R4-123013 into the CRs for 36.104, 36.141, 37.104 and 37.141.  
2. Change out of band emission limit in Table 6.6.3.3.9-1 from Band 27 into Band 28 to -32 dBm/MHz

3 Conclusion

The following way forward provides the protection levels for coexistence between Band 27 and Band 28 for UE-UE and BS-BS coexistence.   

Band 27 Way Forward for coexistence with APAC700
 
1. Include the text changes proposed in R4-123013 into the CRs for 36.104, 36.141, 37.104 and 37.141.  

2. Change out of band emission limit in Table 6.6.3.3.9-1 from Band 27 into Band 28 to -32 dBm/MHz
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
