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Introduction
Since TDD work has also been included into MB-MSR WI in RAN#56, the TDD specific requirements also need to be specified. In Prague meeting some initial issues have been agreed [1]. This paper provides the text proposal on transmit ON/OFF power requirement for TR due to introduction of multi-band operation.
This paper is a revision of R4-122313 [2].

Discussion
The transmit ON/OFF power requirement is specified in subclause 6.4 of TS 37.104. Thus for MB-MSR BS, in order to guarantee existing RF performance, the existing transmit ON/OFF power requirement applies for each supported operating band.

Proposal
It is proposed that the attached text proposal is approved and captured into MB MSR WI TR [3].
