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1. Overall Description

RAN4 would like to thank RAN WG2 for their “LS on Network-Based Positioning” in R2-121029, where RAN WG4 is asked to review the technical endorsed CR and provide feedback if needed.

In response to the request in the LS, RAN WG4 would like to inform RAN2 that RAN4 has reviewed the RAN4-related aspects in the Stage 2 CR, and discussed one particular aspect related to the following sentence from Section 8.X.3:

1. The E-SMLC sends an Information Request message requesting the eNodeB to invoke periodic SRS (see 5.2.X) for target UE.  The message will also indicate the number of SRS transmissions required (FFS if this number of transmissions or absolute time).
RAN4 understands that it is the responsibility of RAN2 to determine the flow of information between nodes in the network and understands that the E-SMLC is signalling this information based on its knowledge of the application requesting the positioning and the distribution of LMUs available to fulfil that request, however, it is the responsibility of RAN4 to define, as appropriate for the requirements of the work item, either a possible range or a choice of numbers (e.g., representing high, medium and low accuracy needs) from which the E-SMLC will select.
