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Introduction
A work item to specify RF requirements for MB MSR BS was approved in RAN#55. Some initial issues have been agreed in Prague meeting [1]. This paper provides the text proposal on output power dynamics requirement for TR based on proposals in [2], and no change is foreseen for TS 37.104.

This paper uses text proposal in [5] as a baseline, taking the texts in [6], [7] and [8] into account.
Proposal
It is proposed that the attached text proposal is approved and captured into MB MSR WI TR [4].

Output power dynamics

Output power dynamics is defined by the BS transmitter’s ability to operate at varying output power levels.
In existing MSR specification, output power dynamics requirements are specified as single-RAT only requirements for each concerned carrier. To guarantee existing RF performance, this requirement shall be kept unchanged for MB-MSR BS for each supported operating band.
