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1 Introduction

 In RAN4 #64, LS on extending E-UTRA band number and EARFCN numbering space [1] was approved. As mentioned in [1] RAN4 has already defined 28 FDD bands and 12 TDD bands. In RAN4 #64, 4 spectrum related WI/SI are on-going and we are expecting few more spectrum related WIs to be introduced in near future. As new numbers for the 3GPP Operating Band will be introduced, KT would like to discuss on possible numbering schemes for the new bands.
2 New Band Numbers
 In current RAN4 specifications, FDD spectrum can use E-UTRA Operating Band 1 to 32. TDD spectrum can use Band 33 to 64. FDD spectrum is running out of operating band number and this can be solved by extending operating band number to 128. As more FDD spectrum including SDL (supplement downlink) bands are likely to be introduced in future, this contribution would like to focus on how to number these FDD spectrum including SDL bands.

 In previous contributions [2] and [3], it can be seen that we have two different ways of numbering additional FDD bands. One way is to continue with the previous band numbering including downlink only band as [2]. As this is the only Release-11 spectrum related WI, Band 29 can be used. New spectrum related WI/SI can be assigned with operating Band 65 and onwards.
 Another way of numbering additional FDD band is to divide FDD band and downlink only bands. Previous proposal [3] used this approach by defining SDL band as Band 65.
3 Way Forward
 Summarizing above we can discuss following options on new band numbers:
Option 1: Continue define new FDD band from 29 and use Band 65 after defining Band 32 
Option 2: Define Downlink only band from Band 65. Define on-going FDD WI/SI bands from 29 to 32
Option 3: Define Band 29 until Rel-11. Use Band 65 from Rel-12 WIs
KT would like RAN4 to discuss this issue and reach to the suitable way forward.
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
