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1 Introduction

 In RAN #57, new study item on LTE FDD in the bands 1980-2010 MHz and 2170-2200 MHz was approved [1]. This contribution describes which existing bands need to be protected from the new band in Korea.
2 Protected Bands
 In Korea, following 3GPP Operating Bands are in commercial service and these bands listed below needs to be protected from the new band.

FDD bands: Band 1, Band 3, Band 5, Band 8, and Band 26

TDD bands: Band 40
3 Discussion
 As seen from above, the new band has to protect 6 bands listed above. As protection limit for each band is different in Korean domestic regulations, these need to be identified within this SI. Coexistence between the new band uplink (1980-2010MHz) and Band 1 downlink (2110-2170MHz) may be an issue and further study is needed to find out whether this new band can protect existing Band 1.
 As Australia also has plan to use this band [2], additional number of protected band may increase which would include Band 11, Band 21, Band 27, Band 28, Band 42 and Band 43.

 KT would like to discuss in RAN4 that if any other countries are planning to use this new band, protected band should be identified.
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
