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1. Introduction

The Ministry of Internal Affairs and Communications (MIC) has been making efforts to secure new frequency bands toward the realization of wireless broadband environments, which is based on the Action Plan for Spectrum Reallocation published in September, 2011[1]. The MIC is working on legislating technical conditions for the additional frequency bands of 5 MHz x 2 in 1.7 GHz (UL: 1744.9~1749.9 MHz/ DL: 1839.9~1844.9 MHz) because these frequency bands can be secured for a cellular service as a result of arrangements with adjacent systems in 1.7 GHz[2]. This document provides its technical conditions.
2. Technical conditions for the additional Frequency bands
The additional frequency bands of 5 MHz x 2 are secured adjacent to the frequency bands of 35 MHz x 2 in 1.7 GHz in Japan (UL: 1749.9~1784.9 MHz/ DL: 1844.9~1879.9 MHz), which have been allocated since 2005, depicted in Figure 1. This additional frequency bands can be used by UMTS (WCDMA, HSPA, and DC-HSDPA) and LTE, and its technical conditions are shown in [3, 4, 5, 6].

3. Conclusion
This document states that: 

1. the additional frequency bands of 5 MHz x 2 in 1.7 GHz are secured, and

2. technical conditions for the additional frequency bands are shown in [3, 4, 5, 6].
These conditions are in the process of an appeal for opinions in order to legislate by the MIC, and should be reflected in the relevant 3GPP specifications in an appropriate timing and manner.
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
