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1 Introduction 
In [1] and [2], different requirements reference points were proposed and analyzed. In [3], testing principle is proposed. In this contribution, a way forward is proposed.

Way forward on Tx Requirements 
The requirement for each of the different parameters for the AAS transmitter(s) is uniquely established by the coexistence criteria that the AAS BS system is designated to meet, and this unique requirement might be verified by multiple measurement setups. 
Two main options for AAS transmitter requirements reference point have been identified and studied during the Study Item phase. They are:

1. Antenna Connector of AAS BS 
2. Far Field
The down selection of the above two options to the single reference point is TBD. The down selection shall consider how test point requirement can be mapped i.e. from antenna connector to far field, vice versa, to ensure consistent test compliance by reviewing some selected requirements.
Way forward on Rx Requirements 

The requirement for each of the different parameters for the AAS receivers(s) is uniquely established by the coexistence criteria that the AAS BS system is designated to meet, and this unique requirement might be verified by multiple measurement setups. 
Two main options for AAS receiver requirements reference point have been identified and studied during the Study Item phase. They are:

1. Antenna Connectors of AAS BS  
2. Far Field

The down selection of the above two options to the single reference point is TBD. The down selection shall consider how test point requirement can be mapped i.e. from antenna connector to far field, vice versa, to ensure consistent test compliance by reviewing some selected requirements.. 

Way forward on Test Point 
Testing that the AAS base station complies with the core requirement does not necessarily have to be done at the same point that the requirement is defined at.

The conformance test specification may define more than one reference point where the requirement should be tested. How the test requirement at these reference points is derived from the core requirement is described in the test specification. This procedure can take into account the parameters declared by the manufacturer. Note that if the requirement can be tested at multiple points there will be multiple methods for deriving test requirements.

For demonstrating conformance it is sufficient to perform the test at one of the described test points.
