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1 Introduction
Output power requirement for MB-MSR BS was discussed in last RAN4 meeting, but no consensus was reached. In this contribution, a text proposal on Output power for MB-MSR is proposed for the TR of MB-MSR [1]. 
2 Discussion

Output power of the base station is the mean power delivered to a load with resistance equal to the nominal load impedance of the transmitter. 
All base station output power definitions are specified at the antenna connector, which shall cover both single band and multi-band scenarios. MB-MSR BS could be implemented by one or multiple antenna connectors to support multi-bands. Though the requirements should be implementation agnostic, the definitions in single or multiple antenna scenarios shall not lead to misunderstanding and discrepancy. 
Definitions in TS 37.104 can be classified into two categories, that is, one is defined per carrier, and the other one is defined on the total power at the antenna connector. For the output power definitions defined per carrier, there is no difference in both single and multi-band scenarios. These definitions shall be kept unchanged for MB-MSR BS. For the maximum total output power, Pmax, and the maximum RAT output power, Pmax,RAT, since the requirements are also defined at the antenna connector and they have relationship with manufacturer’s declarations, which can reflect the capability of the base station, no changes are needed for these output power definitions due to introduction of MB-MSR.
3 Proposal
It is proposed that the attached text proposal is included in TR for MB-MSR.

Base station output power


Output power of the base station is the mean power delivered to a load with resistance equal to the nominal load impedance of the transmitter.
Since all base station output power definitions are specified at the antenna connector, which can cover both single band and multi-bands scenarios. Therefore, the output power definitions could be reused for MB-MSR base station. No change is needed for TS 37.104 for introduction of MB-MSR.
