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1 Introduction

We have studied the UE and BS demodulation performance requirements in section 8 of TS 36.101 and TS 36.104. Since the demodulation performance requirements in both specifications are band agnostic, and there is no specific UE and BS demodulation performance required for Band 3 CA, it is concluded that there is no change to the demodulation performance needed to introduce support for Band 3 CA. 
3 Summary

It is concluded that no change to the UE and BS demodulation performance requirements are needed to introduce support for Band 3 contiguous CA.
