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1 Introduction

The Rel-11 WI on Enhancements to CELL_FACH is approaching finalisation. Some RAN4 performance requirements have already been agreed [1], whilst discussion on a couple of remaining requirements is ongoing. In addition to the performance requirements, it is also necessary to define test cases for new requirements appearing in 25.133.
This document summarises the remaining open issues, split into core and performance parts.
2 Discussion

The following issues remain open relating to core requirements:

· Definition of a requirement for 2/10msec TTI length selection during preamble ramping
· Definition of a requirement for event driven and periodic measurement reporting for E-UTRA

Ericsson proposals relating to these two issues are elaborated in [2] and [3]. In addition to these two, there is a need to define a requirement for reception of the non serving relative grant. Current proposals for this requirement combine the requirement on the UE to accurately measure event 1A and to accuratly receive the non serving relative grant into a performance requirement, and thus finalisation of such a requirement is part of the performance part of the WI. Care should be taken that this requirement is agreed to be a performance requriement with no core implications before closing the core part of the WI though.

Thus far, RAN4 attention has been focussed on setting requirements relating to the Enhanced CELL_FACH features. For the new requriements in 25.133, there is additionally a need to define test cases. Definition of test cases is part of the performance WI:
· Reselection to E-UTRA in CELL_FACH

· Currently, there is no test case for reselection to E-UTRA in CELL_FACH defined A5.5.5

· 2nd DRX cycle

· The measurement requriements are currently implicitely tested in the reselection tests of section A5.5.5. The current tests will not test that measurements are executed within performance boundaries when the 2nd DRX cycle is active. RAN4 should discuss the need for any test case for this purpose

· 2/10msec TTI length selection

· After setting a requirement, a test case definition will be needed

· Event driven and periodic reporting in CELL_FACH state

· Tests relating to requirements on periodic and event driven reporting, similar to those in section A.8.6 for CELL_DCH state are needed

3 Conclusion

The following issues remain open for Enhanced CELL_FACH

Core part:

· Definition of a requirement for 2/10msec TTI length selection during preamble ramping

· Definition of a requirement for event driven and periodic measurement reporting for E-UTRA

Performance part:

· Definition of a requirement for Non serving Relative Grant reception
· Test case for E-UTRA reselection
· (Possibly test case for 2nd DRX)
· Test case for 2/10 msec TTI length selection
· Test case for event driven reporting of E-UTRA
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
