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Introduction
As the AAS study item period draws to a close, it is time to consider how to finish the project. Although a great deal of effort has been spent, a number of items remain incomplete in the Technical Report. This paper lists the remaining open items and proposes a plan to close these items.
Discussion
Open Issues:
1. The document needs an introduction.
2. Section 3.2 (Symbols) is blank

3. The document needs to be checked for any significant abbreviations which are missing from section 3.3

4. Section 4.3 (Regulatory review) contains a note that “The impact of the international regulations referred to in the present clause on the 3GPP work in AAS is TBD”. The TBD should be addressed.

5. Introductory text for Section 5 (Study of AAS deployment scenarios) is missing.

6. A note in section 5.1.4 (Per RB (or UE) Transmission and Reception) indicates text is missing.

7. A note in section 5.2.2 (Coexistence scenarios) indicates text is missing.

8. Text is missing for section 5.3 (Classification of AAS).

9. Text is missing for section 5.4.2.2 (Simulation cases based on the other AAS applications).
10. Text is missing for section 5.4.3.2 (Assumptions for the other applications).

11. Introductory text is missing for section 6 (Study of AAS transmitter characteristics).

12. Text is missing for section 6.1 (General review of transmitter characteristics) and 6.2 (Transmitter spatial characteristics).

13. Text is missing for section 6.4 (Requirements for AAS transmitters).

14. Introductory text is missing for section 7 (Study of AAS receiver characteristics).

15. Text is missing for section 7.1 (General review of receiver characteristics).

16. Text is missing for section 7.2.2 (AAS system characteristics).

17. Text is missing for section 7.4.1 (Requirement Reference Point).

18. Text is missing for section 7.4.2 (Reference sensitivity).

19. Text is missing for section 8.1 (Comparison of different test methods).

20. Text is missing for section 8.2.5 (Rayleigh Faded Multipath Over-the-Air test).

21. Text is missing for section 9 (Conclusions).
22. Miscellaneous format and grammar errors.

Prioritization
The issues in the above list can be grouped into three categories: 1) Needs immediate attention, 2) attention should or can be deferred and 3) unimportant.

Issues needing immediate attention are items 17 and 18. Without resolution of the reference points, it will be difficult to make any progress on the remaining technical issues surrounding RF requirements and test methodologies. These are the main issues that will be relevant to any subsequent work item.
Issues such as 4 or 7 are less important. While they are relevant issues, they do not obviously block any other work and may therefore be deferred.

Issues 8 and 9 should be deferred as basic simulation results have been presented. Other cases may be relevant, but these can be explored later.

Most of the other issues can be ignored. There are many instances where introductory text is indicated but missing or where text is missing from sections which do not clearly impact the course of future work. These instances can be safely deleted.

Conclusions

Resolution of the reference-point issues is critical to completing the study item. Once these issues are resolved, work on RF requirements and test methodologies may be completed. 
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
