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1 Introduction
There have been plenty of discussions on AAS study [2-5], and there are also other valuable inputs and papers presented in 3GPP that can not be fully listed here. The study results are being documented in the technical report 37.840. 

According to 3GPP guideline documented in TR21.900, the purpose of the study item is to study the feasibility to define a feature. There have been issues identified for AAS BS and the solutions are also available to resolve these issues. In order to document the conclusion properly, this paper proposes the subtitles for clause 9 in TR37.840:

1) The spatial characteristics

2) The requirements for AAS transceiver array, particularly the relations with the installed integrated antenna.

3) The testing of the core requirements for AAS transceivers.

This contribution includes text proposals suggesting sub-clauses, with the intention to conclude the study gradually. The detailed texts for each sub-clause will be developed by the group together.
