Introduction

The applicability of requirements for E-UTRA single-RAT multi-carrier BS was discussed during RAN4#64 [1]. The topic was discussed because currently the scopes defined for the TS 36.104 and TS 37.104 specifications show that an E-UTRA single-RAT multi-carrier capable BS is within the scope of both specifications. Hence it was not clear for some companies from the scope defined for the TS 36.104 and TS 37.104 specifications which of the TS 36.141 or TS 37.141 specifications should be used for conformance testing of E-UTRA (single-RAT) multi-carrier BS requirements.
Indeed this topic was discussed in RAN4 back in 2010, and a CR [2] was agreed to TS 36.104 during RAN4#55 in order to clarify the ambiguity. In this paper, we recap the RAN4 agreement in [2] to clarify on the applicability of requirements for E-UTRA single-RAT multi-carrier BS.

Discussion
Below we extracted the information from the CR cover page of the agreed CR [2]:

	The scopes defined for the TS 36.104 and TS 37.104 specifications show that an E-UTRA single-RAT multi-carrier capable BS is within the scope of both specifications. Hence it is not clear from the scope defined for the TS 36.104 and TS 37.104 specifications which of the TS 36.141 or TS 37.141 specifications should be used for conformance testing of E-UTRA (single-RAT) multi-carrier BS requirements.

	
	

	Summary of change:

	Add a new clause ‘4.4 Applicability of requirements’ to clarify that:

For BS that is E-UTRA (single-RAT) capable only, the requirements in the present document are applicable and additional conformance to TS 37.104 is optional. For a BS additionally conforming to TS 37.104, conformance to some of the RF requirements in the present document can be demonstrated through the corresponding requirements in TS 37.104.

	
	

	Consequences if

	It is not clear which of the TS 36.141 or TS 37.141 specifications should be used for conformance testing of E-UTRA (single-RAT) multi-carrier BS requirements. This may lead to unnecessary / duplicate testing for an E-UTRA (single-RAT) multi-carrier BS.


It can be clearly seen from the above that for BS that is E-UTRA (single-RAT) capable only, the requirements in TS 36.104 are applicable and additional conformance to TS 37.104 is optional. For a BS additionally conforming to TS 37.104, conformance to some of the RF requirements in TS 36.104 can be demonstrated through the corresponding requirements in TS 37.104.
Since this CR was agreed in RAN4#55, this should be considered as RAN4 agreement that the requirements in TS 36.104 are applicable for BS that is E-UTRA (single-RAT) capable only, while additional conformance to TS 37.104 is optional. Therefore, from RAN4 perspective, the RF requirements for BS that is E-UTRA (single-RAT) capable only should be specified in TS 36.104 as a basis. Otherwise, this may lead to more ambiguity and unnecessary discussion on the same topic in the future.
3.
Conclusions
In this paper, we have recapped the RAN4 agreement on the applicability of TS 36.104 requirements for E-UTRA single-RAT multi-carrier BS. As such the RF requirements for BS that is E-UTRA (single-RAT) capable only should be specified in TS 36.104 as a basis. Although we are open for further discussion on this topic, we recommend that the RAN4 agreement on this topic should be followed unless and until agreement could be reached otherwise.
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
