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Summary
During RAN4#64bis, there was discussion on UE performance requirements for NC-4C-HSDPA with a potential jammer [1]. The objective/goal should be first clarified to have jammer(s) during demodulation performance requirements. Once that is clear, RAN4 can discuss the following details:

· Jammer waveform

· Jammer location

· Number of jammer(s)

· The level of jammer

· The level of Rx signal power

· The level of AWGN power

· UE transmit power during the test

· Fading conditions

· FRC

Considering that the test is more like Rx core requirements rather than UE demodulation performance requirements, the proposal is to re-use the existing 4C-HSDPA UE performance requirements for NC-4C-HSDPA without having a jammer. If additional HSDPA throughput test with a jammer is needed for NC-4C-HSDPA, it needs to be discussed under the framework of Rx core requirements.

Proposal: Re-use the existing 4C-HSDPA UE performance requirements for NC-4C-HSDPA without introducing a jammer.
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
