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1. Introduction

In RAN4#65, how to treat the single-RAT requirement in MB-MSR was discussed and the WF was agreed as follow [1].
· In order to study the possibility to avoid duplicate specification work for new features and to avoid future discussions regarding how to implement new features in single-RAT and/or multi-RAT specifications, a SID on the BS specification structure will be presented for approval at RAN meeting #58.
 And in RAN#58, the SID [2] for Base Station specification structure was approved. 
Taking into account the supposed situation on regulatory requirement, this contribution shows our proposal on handling of single-RAT requirements.
2. Discussion
Since 3GPP specification would be closely related with regulation in many regions, the impact on the regulation needs to be carefully considered if BS specification structure needs to be changed in this SI phase.

Currently in some regions  there would be the case that not MSR requirement (37 series) but only single-RAT requirement (e.g. 25 and 36 series) is applied to each regulation because the regulation may be consisted of each RAT requirement so far. Therefore, how to maintain single-RAT requirement without referring multi-RAT requirement should be investigated without any change of regulation. Otherwise, the changes of BS specification structure might result in a big impact on the regulation in such regions.
 Thus we propose as follows:
· Proposal ... Taking into account the situation that multi-RAT requirement (37 series) may not be applied in some regions, how to maintain the requirement for single-RAT (25 and 36 series) without referring to multi-RAT requirement should be investigated.
