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1 Introduction

At RAN4#64-Bis meeting it has been agreed that for SF-DC and DF-3C/DF-4C HSDPA Multiflow data transmission, the BS performance requirements from DC-HSDPA and 4C-HSDPA can be reused [1][2]. In turn, at RAN4#65 meeting, RAN4 decided to not consider the definition of BS performance requirements for Multiflow with MIMO in the context of Rel-11 [3].
This contribution discusses the possible ways of the indication in the specification the agreements made in RAN4 regarding BS performance requirements for HSDPA Multiflow.
2 Discussion
It might be helpful to clarify in TS25.104, as well as in TS25.141, what demodulation performance requirements should be fulfilled by the BS in case of HSDPA Multiflow data transmission. As agreed by RAN4, the existing HS-DPCCH demodulation performance requirements can be reused. The only impact on the specifications, due to the new feature, is to indicate which requirements are valid for the Multiflow. 
There are a few possibilities of capturing this in TS25.104 (and in similar way in TS25.141):
1. Add an appropriate statement to the section 8.1 General, for example:
For SF-DC configuration of HSDPA Multiflow data transmission, the BS performance requirements for DC-HSDPA apply.

 For DF-3C/DF-4C configuration of HSDPA Multiflow data transmission, the BS performance requirements for 4C-HSDPA apply.
2. Include additional information in sections:

· 8.10 Performance of ACK/NACK detection for HS-DPCCH, for example:
Performance requirements of HS-DPCCH signaling detection apply also for SF-DC configuration of HSDPA Multiflow data transmission.
· 8.10A Performance of ACK/NACK detection for 4C-HSDPA HS-DPCCH, for example:
Performance requirements of HS-DPCCH signaling detection for 4C-HSDPA apply also for DF-3C/DF-4C configuration of HSDPA Multiflow data transmission.

3. Introduce a new section 8.10C Performance of ACK/NACK detection for HSDPA Multiflow HS-DPCCH, with a short description that requirements from sections 8.10 and 8.10A apply for HSDPA Multiflow data transmission.
3 Conclusion 
RAN4 should decide which of the presented options should be introduced to the specifications. Options 1 and 2 have less impact on current specifications than option 3, as they do not introduce a new section, however option 3 allows to indicate explicitly the requirements valid for HSDPA Multiflow.
Another option is to not introduce any changes to the specifications due to HSDPA Multiflow, as no new requirements have been defined. However it might be helpful, especially from the testing point of view, to indicate what BS performance requirements shall be met.
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
