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Introduction

During the RAN Plenary meeting #55 in China, the work item LTE for 1670-1675 MHz paired with 1646.7-1651.7 MHz was approved [1]. The objective of this work item is to add 1670-1675MHz DL duplexed with 1646.7-1651.7 MHz UL to the appropriate 3GPP core specifications for LTE FDD networks. The TR 36.832 skeleton was endorsed in RAN4#62bis for this work item [2]. The TR follows the TR skeleton included in the guideline on new WI/SI for new operating bands presented in [3]. Three TPs to the TR are endorsed in RAN4#62bis [4-6]. This document integrates these three TPs in the TR 36.832. This is a revision to R4-130687 for correcting the TR version number.. 
Proposal
It is proposed that the three TPs endorsed I RAN4#62bis are integrated in the TR 36.832 skeleton endorsed in RAN4#62bis for Work Item LTE_FDD_1670_US. 
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
