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1. Overall Description:

After further discussions on SCell activation/deactivation time, RAN4 would like to inform RAN1 the following additional agreements:
· If the timing of target deactivated Scell is known, the maximum activation delay shall not exceed [24]ms. If the timing of target deactivated Scell is unknown, the maximum activation delay shall not exceed [34]ms. 
· In the activation requirement, the timing of the target deactivated Scell is known if UE has measured the SCell over the last MAX{[5]*measCycleSCell,[5]*DRX Cycles} seconds prior to receiving an SCell activation command. Otherwise, the timing of the target deactivated Scell is unknown.
· 8ms for deactivation is sufficient, i.e., no need to change current RAN1 specification.
2. Actions:

RAN4 respectfully asks RAN1 to consider the above conclusions.
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
