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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 has discussed the LS from RAN2 for UE CA capability. RAN4 would like to give the responses for the questions raised in RAN2’ s LS as: 

Q1: RAN2 respectfully asks RAN4 to confirm whether RAN2 agreement on Issue 1 is in agreement with RAN4 understanding.
RAN4: RAN4 confirms that the BandwidthCombinationSet signalled for a BandCombination is applicable for the complete BandCombination, i.e. will indicate for all Bandwidth Classes what the bandwidth restrictions are. RAN4 has further decided that the individual values of the BandwidthCombinationSet , i.e. the individual bits in the BITSTRING of the BandwidthCombinationSet ,will each only be applicable to one BandwidthClass combination.

Q2: RAN2 respectfully asks RAN4 to confirm whether RAN2 agreement on Issue 2 is in agreement with RAN4 understanding.
RAN4: RAN4 confirms that indicating support for one bandwidthClass will not directly imply support for another bandwidth Class. 

RAN4 also agrees that currently for the DL any entry should at least contain bandwidthClass A, and might in addition indicate either bandwidthClass B or C, thus indicating that the UE supports 1, and possibly 2, carriers in DL for this bandCombination.  For the UL in the same restrictions apply but there are some small differences/additional restrictions:

· for the UL RAN4 assumes that the UE will always be able to support a configuration consisting of a subset of the number of UL carriers signalled by the bandCombination as long as one UL carrier is remaining. As  a result, if the UE e.g. indicates UL bandwidthClass A for a band1 (and there is an UL CC configured on another band2), then for Band1 a BandCombination with either bandwidth class A or no UL carrier configured is supported by the UE. Note that if in the DL no carriers are configured for a certain band, then this implies another bandCombination.

· the bandwithClasses indicated for the UL in a certain bandCombination always need to be equal to/be a subset of the bandwidthClasses indicated for the DL in this bandCombination.

Q3:
RAN2 respectfully asks RAN4 whether a network may configure a UE with two contiguous carriers even though the UE indicates CA_1A_1A but not CA_1C. If the answer is no, RAN2 wonders whether there will be restrictions (e.g. minimum inter carrier distance for the 1A_1A case) and whether RAN4 will specify them in RAN4 specifications. 
RAN4: RAN4 confirm RAN2’s understanding on issues is correct that support for CA_1A_1A does not imply that the UE also support CA_1C. 

For intra-band continuous CA, nominal channel spacing has been defined in RAN4 specification as 
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Also, RAN4 agrees that such channel spacing is the minimum inter carrier distance for non-continuous case.
