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1 Introduction

The Base Station specification structure SI has been initiated [1 - 5] in the last RAN4 meeting, and a new TR37.810 skeleton was agreed to capture the study outcomes.
The methodology of analysing the requirements was proposed by using the ”Types” proposed in [1]. Based on this method, we can analyze the receiver characteristics for each specification (i.e. TS25.104, TS36.104 and TS37.104).  

When we compared the core requirements in each specification, we noticed that the clauses title sequence for some RF requirements are different among the specification under study. Therefore, we decided to summarize them in the order of the clause title sequence in TS37.104 for clarity.
