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1 Introduction
A liaison statement [1] from ITU-R working party 5D was received at RAN4 #65, indicating an on-going project within ITU-R WP 5D. The LS basically asked for information on 3GPP activities that might have some relations to Question ITU-R 251/5, as outlined in the LS.
There were discussions on the reply LS in RAN4 [2] and [3]. In contribution [2] it was proposed to make a quick decision on the reference point for transmitter power and spurious emission related requirements. A draft reply was provided in [3] which simply indicated that a Technical Report on AAS is available in 3GPP.
In this paper we propose the contents which serve the purpose of liaison connections with organization external to 3GPP.

2 Proposed contents in the reply LS
It’s suggested to include the follows in the reply LS to ITU-R WP5D:
1) As solicited in the LS, it’s important to inform ITU-R the scope of 3GPP WI and the related activities, for the purpose of sharing the outputs and avoiding duplicated works on the same areas.

2) Any regulation related issues for AAS BS, if can be identified earlier, can be communicated with ITU-R for better alignment. 

It’s suggested to finalize the details of the above mentioned aspects in the next RAN4 meeting which is RAN4 #67.
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
