Some 10 operators around the world have proposed LTE terminals OTA performance requirements for their suppliers, TRP and TRS. It was recently however discovered that testing conditions specified differs among the operators for a total of 12 parameters.
Since OTA measurements in general are very time consuming to conduct, especially TRS measurements, it ought therefore to be of common interest throughout handset manufacturers as well as of network providers to minimize this burden, hence to agree on a common minimum set of testing conditions.
This document indicates parameters which could be subject for a harmonizing action.
