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1 Introduction
New BS specification structure WI was established to consider and/or commit the migration of the present set of RF core, conformance testing and EMC specification for Base Stations into a smaller set of new specifications [1]. In the phase of study item, the content of core, testing or EMC specification among different RATs was analyzed separately. In the contribution take a look on dependence of specifications for each RAT or MSR BS. 
2 Discussion

The specification analysis one by one for the core, test and EMC can be found in the SI TR 37.810. There are some relations among these specifications and need to make sure the consistency is maintained in the process of requirements migration. Figure 1 uses 37-series as an example to show such relations cross the same RAT specifications.




Figure 2-1: relations among 37.104, 37.141 and 37.113 

From Figure 2-1, for some contents such as all minimum requirements and some measurements conditions TS37.141 refers to core spec TS 37.104. And it is also found that EMC spec TS37.113 uses some test configurations and manufacturer declarations which are defined in TS37.141. 
To avoid inconsistency and make it sure that the related specifications can work well, 2 options are being considered:
Option 1: Change the specifications as a batch.

Option 2: The clause/sub-clause number and caption shall be kept unchanged for the existing specs.

Option1 need to avoid migrating the core, test and EMC specification by different time phases. But still some version relationships shall be carefully addressed somewhere to conform all the specs works well with correct reference. Option 2 is a conservative one and can decouple the dependence among the same RAT specs, which can make the complicated work a little easier.
