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Introduction

Because they can be deployed in some of the same countries, Band 27 and Band 7 UEs currently provide -50 dBm/MHz protection for each other in the spurious emissions table in TS 36.101, Rel-11 and Rel-12. However, coexistence between Band 38 and Band 27 was overlooked.  

Discussion
Band 27 and Band 7 UEs currently provide -50 dBm/MHz of protection to each other’s downlink in TS 36.101 Table 6.6.3.2-1 and Table 6.6.3.2A-1 in Release 11 and Release 12 because many countries where Band 27 will potentially deployed also use the Band 7/Band 38 configuration for 2.6 GHz.  These countries include Brazil, Colombia, Chile, Singapore, Saudi Arabia, Australia and New Zealand and more are likely to follow.  Currently Band 38 is deployed in Brazil, Colombia and Saudi Arabia.  Previously coexistence between Band 7 and Band 27 was addressed, but coexistence between Band 27 and Band 38 was overlooked.  
Conclusion

Band 27 and Band 38 should provide protection for each other in TS 36.101 Table 6.6.3.2-1 and Table 6.6.3.2A-1.  It is recommended that the associated CRs be approved.
