This section contains requirements on the UE regarding cell reselection and measurement reporting in CELL_FACH state when HS-DSCH discontinuous reception is not ongoing. The requirements for cell re-selection are split in FDD intra frequency, FDD inter frequency, TDD, GSM and E-UTRAN measurements. The measurements are defined in TS 25.215, the measurement model is defined in TS 25.302 and measurement accuracies are specified in section 9. Control of measurement reporting is specified in TS 25.331. Measurement occasions in CELL_FACH state are described in TS 25.331. This section also contains requirements on the UE regarding intra frequency common E-RGCH radio link monitoring in CELL_FACH.

Intra frequency common E-RGCH radio link monitoring
In CELL_FACH state, if UE is capable of common E-RGCH based interference control according to IE “Support of Common E-RGCH based interference control” [16], the UE shall determine up to 3 common E-RGCH RL(s), and start monitoring the common E-RGCH RL(s). 
The UE shall be able to determine and start monitoring the common E-RGCH RL(s) with missed detection probability not exceeding TBD% within 
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 =TBD ms after the UE starts to transmit over the Uu interface in CELL_FACH. The requirement assumes that UE identifiies the neighboring cell and performs CPICH measurement with regard to Event 1a criteria in order to determine the common E-RGCH RL(s). After the determination, UE shall start to decode and monitor the common E-RGCH RL(s). 
When L3 filtering is used for CPICH measurement to determine common E-RGCH RL(s), set L1 measurement period of [10] ms.
