	In the RAN4 #67 meetings in Fukuoka, RAN4 had agreed that the IMD analysis should be studied for the LTE-A dual uplink inter-band CA into GNSS(GPS, Galileo, Glonass, Compass, etc), the connectivity radios (WLAN, BT etc in ISM bands) and Digital TV systems [1]. 
In this contribution, we propose the general IMD analysis table between LTE-A UE and other systems such as WLAN, GNSS and Digital TV for inter-band CA with 2ULs. This can help us to unify the analysis result.
