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1. Overall Description:

As per RAN Plenary request, RAN4 discussed whether it is required to restrict averaging  IMR based interference measurement for CSI reporting for TM10. 
In RAN 4 different opinions were raised during the discussion
· Clear definition of the number of subframes upon which IMR is allowed to be averaged over is always beneficial
· Clear definition of the number of subframes upon which IMR is allowed to be averaged over is beneficial only under certain conditions. Hence, configurability  was recommended
· Clear definition of the number of subframes upon which IMR is allowed to be averaged over is not beneficial
As an observation, in the context of Rel-11 some companies in RAN 4 believed that a clear definition of the number of subframes upon which IMR is allowed to be averaged over is beneficial under certain conditions. While fewer companies in RAN 4 don’t believed that a clear definition of the number of subframes upon which IMR is allowed to be averaged over is beneficial under certain conditions. Hence, no consensus was reached.

Finally, the following options were discussed in the context of Rel-11: 
· Option 1a: Restricting IMR averaging for aperiodic CQI and modify the RAN1 specification
· Option 1b: Restricting IMR averaging for aperiodic CQI in performance spec only with no modification of the RAN 1 specification
· Option 2:  no restriction in Rel-11
As outcome of discussion, there was no consensus reached for above options. RAN4 declared the working assumption is no restriction on averaging IMR based interference measurement in Rel-11.
