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1  Introduction
During Ran4 #68-bis it was discussed that parallel UL RTOA measurements impact the UL RTOA measurement accuracy requirements.  This contribution expalins why we do not need to specify a separate set of UL RTOA performance requirements for the parallel measurement case. 

2 Discussion

TS 36.111 [1] clause 6 describes the measurement time requirements for single and parallel UL RTOA measurements, specifying up to 16 or 32 parallel measurements, depending on the UEs’ frequency carriers and the declared capability of ther LMU.  Clause 6 further states that “For all measurements performed in parallel according to the LMU measurement capability requirements, the UL RTOA measurement accuracy shall be fulfilled according to the accuracy requirements as specified in clause 7”.  The number of applicable parallel measurements was discussed at length and and so for the agreed upon number of parallel measurements, that are also defined in TS 36.111 clause 6, there is no need to specify separate UL RTOA measurement accuracy requirements.                 
3 Summary

TS 36.111 clause 6 clearly states that the LMU shall meet UL RTOA measurement accuracy  
Proposal 1:  There is no need to have separate requirements for UL RTOA accuracy to account for parallel measurements up to the number of parallel measurements as agrred to and defined in TS 36.111 clause 6.
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
