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1 Introduction
Based on previous discussion in RAN4 and in particular RAN#68bis under agenda item 14 (specification), many delegates felt the need to split the current UE specifications into smaller parts to ease the delegates PC document handling and word processing. Based on these two options have been proposed by various parties including MCC; 

a) Split the specifications into independent parts. For example the current Release 12 specification 36.101-c10 zip file would split into three or more files called 36.101-1-c10.zip, 36.101-2-c10.zip and 36.101-3-c10.zip 

· Each part is an independent specification and separately maintained. If a change is needed to one part, a CR is written to it, and the other parts remain untouched.  
· Each new specification would have the same title as the original, followed by "Part x: <subtitle for this part>, it will be up to RAN4 to propose appropriate wording for the supplementary title text.
· Although each part will have the usual Foreword, Clauses 1, 2, and 3, the remainder of the documents can reflect the original clause numbering from the pre-split TS. For example, part 1 might have clauses 4 to 8, part 2 clauses 9 onwards, part 3 the annexes.  Each part would have an independent change history annex.
· For splitting process a CR would have to be raised to the original TS to remove all its technical contents and replace it with text pointers to the several new replacement multi-part specifications. This process is vital if external parties or forums refer to the original specification.

b) Sub-division of the subject matter within an individual 3GPP TS. For example the current Rel-12 specification is called 36101-c10.zip and this would continue as before. However, if we decide to divide the subject matter into 3 parts, then the zip folder contents would consists of; 36101-c10_s00-07.doc, 36101-c10_s08-10.doc and 36101-c10_sAnnexes.doc

s00-07; would include clause 00, clause 01 (Scope) and up to clause 07 (Receiver characteristic)

s08-10; would start at clause 08 (performance requirements) and up to clause 10 (performance requirements (MBMS))

sAnnexes; would start at clause Annex A (measurement channels) and up to clause Annex H (change history) 
· They would be a single contents page and changes history section in the appropriate parts. This approach is similar to RAN5 specifications TS36.521-1 

· For the splitting process a CR would have to be raised to the original TS to ensure the relevant clauses are on separate “page break” so the subject matter can be separate documents within the zip file and therefore represent a minimum level of change. 
· With this approach external parties would still be to refer to the original specification TS36.101 since this will not change with this approach in splitting the clauses into separate word documents.
2 Discussion

It is important the same option is used for all RAN4 specifications in order to maintain uniformity of structure and of style. Also, the option selected should be able to facilitate its direct application and its adoption without change as a national, regional or international standard.

Both options have benefits and disadvantages for MCC and users of the specifications. Based on discussions at RAN4#68bis meeting in Riga, the general feedback was to follow option b) for both TS36.101 and TS36.133. This will ensure a consisting approach, minimize the changes to the specification and also to maintain it direct application and referral (without change) in many standard forums.  It was also indicated option b) has been used successfully in RAN5.
Furthermore, it was also discussed this change would supported only for Rel 10 onwards. No changes will be implemented for Rel-8 and Rel-9  

2.1 TS36.101 proposed changes 
Based on option b) the proposed split for TS36.101 would be to reflect the subject matter; RF requirements page 1 - 128 for clauses s00-07, Demodulation requirements page 128 – 321 for clauses_s08-10 and Annexes which are common to both RF and Demodulation page 322 – 470 for clauses Annex A to  Annex H
For TS36.101 the split is roughly equal in terms of number of pages and therefore should fulfil the rationale for the change in terms of document size and associated PC handling/word processing. Future expansion of the specification can also be supported with this approach 
2.2 TS36.133 proposed changes
Based on option b) the proposed split for TS36.133 would be into four sections to reflect the subject matter; RRM requirements page 1 – 160 for clauses s00-10, test cases annex A.1 to A.6 pages 161-349, test cases annex A.7 and A.8 pages 350-645 and testcases annex A.9, and common annexes B and C pages 646-785.
For TS36.133 the split is roughly equal in terms of number of pages and therefore should fulfil the rationale for the change in terms of document size and associated PC handling/word processing. Future expansion of the specification can also be supported with this approach. 

3 Way forward 

Based on discussion at RAN4#68bis meeting in Riga, the general feedback was to follow option b) 
· The proposed split for TS36.101 would be to reflect the subject matter; RF requirements page 1 - 128 for clauses s00-07, Demodulation requirements page 128 – 321 for clauses_s08-10 and Annexes which are common to both RF and Demodulation page 322 – 470 for clauses Annex A to  Annex H

· The proposed split for TS36.133 would be into four sections to reflect the subject matter; RRM requirements page 1 – 160 for clauses s00-10, test cases annex A.1 to A.6 pages 161-349, test cases annex A.7 and A.8 pages 350-645 and testcases annex A.9, and common annexes B and C pages 646-785.

If this proposal in agreed in RAN4 meeting in San Francisco than MCC would be tasked with splitting the two specification in line with the agreed way forward for the next specification release.
